iFLY VC Light Tweak

BEFORE THIS README IS USED, MAKE SURE YOU BACKUP:
iFly737_fx_vcligh.fx    -     LOCATED IN THE MAIN EFFECTS FOLDER
ALL AIRCRAFT CONFIG FILES 

1. UNZIP the aircraft config file and the vc light file. 
2. Go to the main FS9 effects folder and copy the iFly737_fx_vcligh.fx   and rename the copied file iFly737_fx_vcligh2.fx 
3. Open up the iFly737_fx_vcligh.fx and alter the colour start and colour end section to:

Color Start=180, 180, 181, 1
Color End=180, 180, 181, 0 

Save this and then close.

4. Open up iFly737_fx_vcligh2.fx and alter the colour start and colour end section to:

Color Start=255, 90, 11, 1
Color End=255, 90, 11, 0

Save this and then close.

For this next section, I will use the 737-700 as an example, however the principle is the same for all varients, -600, -700, -800 and -900. MAKE SURE YOU USE THE CORRECT VALUES FOR EACH AIRCARFT OTHERWISE IT WILL NOT WORK, LOCATED IN THE AIRCRAFT CONFIG EDIT FILE ATTEACHED

5. Open up the 737-700 Aircraft.cfg file located C:\Program Files\Microsoft Flight Simulator 9\Aircraft\iFly 737-700.

6. Go to the [LIGHTS] section of this file and alter this by copying and pasting the following:

[LIGHTS]        
//Types: 1=beacon, 2=strobe, 3=navigation, 4=cockpit, 5=landing
light.0 = 2, -60.15,   0.00,  4.35, iFly737_fx_strobe ,
light.1 = 1,  -4.07,   0.00, -7.80, fx_beaconb ,
light.2 = 1,  4.00,   0.00,  6.90, fx_beaconh ,
light.3 = 8,  39.53,   0,  -1.2, iFly737_fx_vcligh2,
light.4 = 4,  40.73,   0,  1.5, iFly737_fx_vcligh,
light.5 = 5, 7.50, 7.75, -3.20, iFly737_fx_landinglight_1 ,
light.6 = 5, 7.50, -7.75, -3.20, iFly737_fx_landinglight_1 ,
light.7 = 5, 7.90, 2.85, -7.20, iFly737_fx_landinglight_2 ,
light.8 = 5, 7.90, -2.85, -7.20, iFly737_fx_landinglight_2 ,
light.9 = 4,  38.23,   0,  1.032, iFly737_fx_vcligh,

Save this and then close.

The same principle is used for all variants as previously mentioned, making sure you use the correct values.
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THAT’S IT!

Now double check that it all works. Set the time to night and start up the 737-700. Anddo the following

1. Operate the Dome Light you should see this:
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2. Turn off the Dome Light, and operate and operate the Wing Light and you should see this:
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This creates a panel light just like in the real 737. It is great for night approaches and evening flying. I also recommend using this orange light early evening before the automatic backlighting comes on and this illuminates the PFD etc nicely and it clearly visible even n low light conditions. 

I hope you enjoy this tweak as much as I do. A lot of this has been completed with other tweaks already used on the forum, so for that I would like to say thanks to those iFly users.
